E.10.1. Progress Monitoring

How did you monitor and evaluate the progress and the expected impact of the partnership?

Three partly standardized questionnaires were developed for the reason of evaluating altogether five mobilities:
1. Evaluation of the expections_older learner 
2. Evaluuation of the meeting_older learner
3. Evaluation of the meeting_partner 
ad 1) Evaluation of the expectations_older learner 
The aim of this questionnaire is to answer the question „What do you hope to achieve through the exchange?“. Altogether there were 12 questions, of which the last one was open for own additions. The questionnaires were handed out to “older learners“ on the mobilities.
ad 2) Evaluation of the meeting_ older learner 

In this questionnaire “older learners” evaluated the mobilities from their perspectives. In total six batteries of questions were arranged:
1. Practical arrangements and organisation of the exchange
2. Meeting 
3. Cultural experience
4. Contents 
5. Objectives
6. Own involvement 
ad 3) Evaluation of the meeting_partner 

The questionnaire for the project partners was also composed of altogether six topics:
1. Meeting organisation
2. Contents

3. Objetives

4. Own involvement

5. Genrela impression

6. Self learning

Both evaluation sheets for „older learners” and for project partners were handed out during the mobilities and answered subsequently.
What were the main conclusions and consequences of the monitoring and evaluation?
It would have been helpful to raise and evaluate “older learners’” expectations previously in order to consider the results in processes of planning and organization.

All results, products and outcomes were through the use of the following activities achieved: 
· Technological playgrounds where older people and their supporters will be invited to actively engage with a wide variety of new and emerging technologies  

· Simulation centres where technologies have been developed to demonstrate how a range of healthcare interventions can be self-managed

· Workshops exploring innovative ways of interacting with computers that use tactile, mobile, portable and pervasive technologies

E.10.3. Aims/ Objectives Achievement 

To what extent were the aims/ objectives previously stated at application stage achieved? 

The objectives of the partnership were to increase
1. the confidence of older people and workers to use divers technologies in daily life,

2. the opportunities for older people and their supporters to engage with existing, new and emerging technologies and

3. the use of technology as a medium that enhances older people´s opportunities to be fully engaged citizens in local, national, European and global society.

Evaluation results illustrate the achievement of the project’s first aim: “Older learners”’ trust in a range of new technological designs (e.g. communication technologies, interactive games, e-books etc.) could have been enhanced; reservations could have been torn down. The participants’ possibility to try out new technological products by themselves therefore was productive. 
In case of underachievement, please explain which aims/ objectives were not achieved and for what reason. 

A clear statement about the long-term achievement of the second aim is not possible.  Evaluation results don’t picture if the older people, who are involved in the project, will adopt new technological inventions in future. Only from one-on-one interviews a specific interest can be gathered. Acquirement of (no matter what kind of) technology strongly depends on needs, benefits and mainly funds though.
Furthermore evaluation results don’t give any information about the question, if the use of technology effectively enhances elderly peoples’ chance on participation and social inclusion in the long term. A long term study would be necessary for framing an appropriate statement. 
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
